Hawe you had breakfast yet? | have already had breakfast
| have not written the letter yet. He has already written the letter.
Has she seen her friends yet? She has already seen her friend.

Predminuly cas vyjadruje dej, ktory sa odohral (aj skon¢il) pred zac¢iatkom iného minulého
Deja, ktory je vyjadreny minulym ¢asom. Byva v ¢asovych stvetiach so spojkami: when,
after, before.



When | got home, John cleaned the house.
When | got home, John had already cleaned the house.

Mary lost her passport and she could not go.
Mary could not go because she had lost her pasport.

Marsha met Felix at a party one Saturday night. They fell in love and got married the
following Saturday.

Marsha and Felix got married one Sautday in June. They had met only one week earlier at
a party and had fallen in love.
